Purpose of the protocol

Connections/ice-breaking activity/getting to know each other/talking about different countries and
cultures. It is best to use it at the beginning of a session or at the first PLC meeting. This activity
enables the participants to get to know each other a little bit better. If they are from the same
cultural background/school, the topic could be hobbies or special interests. They can also discuss
what challenges/issues confront teachers in their subject/schools etc.

Materials

Pictures, photos of their own country/hobbies/special interests (landscape, symbls, cultural sights,
culinary tradition..)

Time

10 minutes

Roles

- Facilitator
- Participant

Process

Steps:

1. The facilitators invites the participants to find and talk to somebody they don’t know or don’t
have the

habit to cooperate with on the regular basis.

2. The group of the participants mingle and everybody talks to somebody they didn’t know before
or

didn’t cooperate before. With the help of the item brought to the session they tell the partner
something about themselves, then they switch roles.
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
